Accommodation

The participants are advised to stay at the Hotel JUNIOR that is located just a 5 min. walk from the ESIP Steering Committee venue and the prices are very reasonable. As the Steering Committee meeting will start on June 19, 2007 in the morning we would advice you to arrive on June 18.

Hotel Junior is located in the broader centre of Bratislava in the charming environment of the Strkovec Lake. The accommodation capacity of the hotel is 190 beds in 95 modern rooms (mostly doubles) and two suites. In order to ensure maximum comfort, the hotel provides a wide range of services (administrative services, a cleaner’s, etc.).
The two other possibilities for more economic accommodation are possible in the following hotels, both are located app. 15 – 20 minutes walk from the meeting venue.

The Hotel NIVY – only double rooms available for 1.630 SKK/ per person per night including local taxes without breakfast = approx. 48 EUR. A breakfast should be ordered for 150 SKK = app. 5 EUR.

TRAVELLING TO bratislava, slovakia

IF ARRIVE TO BRATISLAVA AIRPORT

The international airport is located about 10 kilometres from the centre of Bratislava

How to reach the Hotel Junior by public transport from the Bratislava Airport:
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From the Bratislava Airport take the public bus No. 61 (the stop is just in front of the arrival terminal) and get off on the Stop „Sabinovska“ (it is 13th stop, in order to avoid any confusions please pay attention to the fact that some bus stops are not permanent but only based on the signal/ ring given to the driver, therefore we advice you to ask the driver for the stop “SABINOVSKA”). Then cross the street, and go ahead to the Sabinovska Street and on take the third turn to the right to the Drienova street. The Hotel Junior is located on this street at No.14.  (see the Annex1: Map ). 

The bus No. 61 operates from 4:45 a.m. to 11:45 p.m. 

You need to buy a 30 minutes ticket (18,- SK/ per 1 ticket). The tickets are sold either in the departure hall kiosk at the airport or in the orange vending machines placed at the bus stops. The bus driver cannot purchase the tickets. 

In order to validate the ticket it has to be marked in the ticket machines, which are available at the bus nearby the door.

how to get to bratislava and hotel Junior from Vienna INTERNATIONAL Airport - Schwechat

The Vienna International Airport - Schwechat is located approximately 60 kilometres from Bratislava. 

The best possible transport is by bus (Eurolines), the bus stop is in front of the Airport Arrival Hall and goes directly to the main bus station – AUTOBUSOVA STANICA MLYNSKE NIVY in Bratislava. The bus goes almost every hour (8:25, 9:25,10:35, 11:25, 12:25, 13:25, 14:25, 15:25, 16:25, 17:25, 18:25, 19:35, 20:25, 21:55 and 23:25).

We advice to purchase the return tickets “Flughafen Wien” - Bratislava on line.

To get to the Hotel Junior (Drienova Street) from the main bus station (named Mlynske Nivy) take the bus No.50 and get off on the sixth bus stop (a name of the bus stop is “Pri Jazere”), cross the street and walk around the lake. Hotel is located on the opposite site of the like. The bus time table is quite frequent, every 15 min.

The bus No. 61 operates from 4:50 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. 

The taxi from Schwechat is quite expensive, however, in case you would like to book a taxi let us know and we will arrange it directly from Bratislava.
Taxi in Bratislava

The Taxi prices vary in relation to TAXI companies from 12 to 16 SKK/1 km (app. 0,5 EUR/ per km). As every partner has approved budget for travelling it is up to you to decide whether you will use a taxi or not. The Taxi pre-booked by the phone call is less expensive than the taxi grabbed at the street or in from on the airport arrival terminal.

Currency

Slovakia is not a part of the EU monetary union yet, i.e. it does not use EUR as main currency. The official currency is the Slovak Crown (slovenska koruna – Slovak crown). The rate depends on the National Bank daily rate, as well as the exchange rates of each end every bank- approximately 1 EUR = 34 –35 SKK. The most convenient places to exchange the money are banks, however, they usually charge the 2 % fee. The places with “Zmenaren“ sign can be also used to change money.

Other Useful Information

Climate

The Capital Bratislava and the Bratislava region have typical central European climate. In June you can expect a nice and sunny weather app. 28 – 30 °C.

Crafts and Shopping

The City of Bratislava and the region itself are famous for its wine production and traditional craft industry. There are several well-equipped wine cellars and shops where different traditional products can be purchased. Among others, the ceramics belongs to traditional products as well as, the Slovak strong spirits namely “borovicka”, “slivovica” and “karpatske brendy”, as well as wooden souvenirs and various textiles.
